WINTER WEATHER POLICIES
Winter weather is now upon us and we need to review our winter
weather policy. Although the Fun Bus rarely cancels a departure
due to inclement weather on occasion it is necessary. If we experi-
ence SEVERE weather and a Level (3) snow emergency is declared
in any of our affected service areas we will delay departure or can-
cel the entire trip. Because each Fun Bus driver is ultimately re-
sponsible for the safety or his/her passengers we allow the driver to
make the decision regarding cancellation or delay of departure. Re-
member that a bus handles MUCH better in snow and sleet than a
passenger vehicle. Our drivers have to travel up to 20 miles to our
Fun Bus office to prepare their vehicle for the day, so they have lots
of opportunity to assess the road conditions and make a first hand
decision about passenger safety. Now, the Fun Bus makes ar-
rangements to have sidewalks shoveled and driveways cleared so
that we can service our customers even in nasty weather and we do
expect that our passengers will do the same. If you regularly have
issues with snow removal or if you live in a location with a driveway
from hell...we recommend that you invest in travel insurance. We
sell it! Ask for more info and pricing! The Fun Bus will almost
NEVER cancel a departure on the prediction of snow. Unlike the
schools, we have to actually SEE the snow before we will consider
cancelling a departure. We will never cancel a trip before the morn-
ing of departure so be SURE we have a good contact telephone
number for you when you make your reservation. IF we do decide
to delay or cancel departure will begin calling the earliest scheduled
departures first. It is our goal to provide scheduled service as con-
tracted, however, weather conditions can cause trip delays and in-
terruptions. Only (2) times in 15 years has the Fun Bus encountered
such severe weather when traveling that it was necessary to stop
the trip and find hotel accommodations. On both occasions, the Fun
Bus team received thumbs up on the way we handled the situation
and put passenger safety first. Be assured that our Fun Bus drivers
will make good decisions to keep you safe no
matter what the weather conditions.
