                     Kentuck Knob is an extraordinary interpretation of Wright's Usonian ideals. He wanted to build simple
                     homes using natural materials, natural light and simplistic yet functional deigns. The Kentuck Knob
                     house is constructed of native sandstone and red cypress from North Carolina, the house naturally
                     blends into its surroundings. Just beyond the back patio is a breathtaking view of the Youghiogheny
                     River Gorge and the beautiful Laurel Highlands. Check out this Hidden Masterpiece! After you are
                     finished touring the house, take a stroll along Woodland Walk Trail. This is about a 15 minute walk 
                     that will take you past 30 sculptures and end up at the Visitor’s Center. Relax and admire the view,
                     check out the gift shop and have a snack.

5:30pm  Arrive Chalkhill, PA...Christian W. Klay Winery .
               Wagon ride tour of the winery, wine tasting and dinner**
                  Winery owner Sharon Klay and her husband John first developed an interest in winemaking while living
                  in New York City in the 1970s. This interest led them to research and select the nearly 100 varieties of
                   grapes that would be suitable for cool climate growing conditions.  When the Klay’s relocated to
                   Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, they searched for three years to find a suitable vineyard site. In 1986, the 
                   couple purchased  a 215-acre farm in Chalk Hill, Pennsylvania. Sharon decided to take the original 
                   1,000  vines on the property to 14,000 vines. In 1994, Fayette County’s first commercial winery
                   opened, named after the Klays’ son Christian. Their wine was the first to be sold at  Walmart in
                   Pennsylvania!
